Technical requirements
1. Hard copy article formatting requirements
1.1. Article text must be typed in the Microsoft Word text editor using the Times New Roman font with the font size of 14 and the line spacing of 1.5. Russian and Greek alphabet letters and indices, as well as digits, are typed using the normal font, while latin letters are typed using the italic font. Abbreviations and standard functions are typed using the normal font. Abbreviations in text must be explained. 
1.2. Page margins: 
· top: 25 mm;
· bottom: 25 mm;
· left: 25 mm;
· right: 25 mm. 
Article size must be no more than 20 pages in A4 format. Pages must be numbered in the lower right corner of each page.
1.3. Formulae in the main text of the article must be numbered  (in parentheses to the right). Formulae font must be in accordance with the requirements set for the main text of the article. The article must contain the minimum required amount of formulae, all auxillary and intermediate mathematical conversions must be listed in the appendix to the article (for reviewing). All formulae must be explained (symbols used in the formula must be clarified). The measurement units of all values used in the article must be in accordance with the International System of Units (SI).
Formulae must be typed using the built-in Microsoft Word formula editor, or using the Microsoft Equation 3.0 or Math Type 5.0 formula editors. Editor parameters:
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1.4. Tables, figures, photographs (black and white or color) in the body of text must have names and be numbered continuously. Tables must have topical heading, while figures must have figure captions. Quality of figures and photographs presented in hard copy, on film or on slides must be high and suitable for scanning. Table font must be in accordance with the requirements set for the body of text of the article. The font used for writing inside figures is Arial 10 pt (normal).
1.5. Reference list is placed at the end of the article in the same order bibliographic references appear in the body of text. Reference list number is provided in square brackets to the right of the bibliographic reference. 
1.6. The article must be thoroughly edited and signed by all authors on the back of the last page, article submission date must be provided as well.
2. Soft copy material requirements
2.1. Two text files need to be provided when submitting an article in soft copy: 
a) in Russian:
· authors’ credentials;
· name;
· abstract;
· keywords;
· topical section (code);
· body of text;
· reference list; 
b) in English: 
· authors’ credentials; 
· name;
· abstract;
· keywords.
Files must be created using the Microsoft Word text editor (with *.doc or *.rtf file extension).
2.2. All graphic materials used in the article (figures, photographs) are saved as separate files using the Adobe Illustrator (*.eps file extension), Corel Draw (*.cdr file extension) and Photoshop (*.psd file extension) graphics editors. Digital photographs must have the resolution of no less than 300 dpi (*.tif file extension). All graphic materials must be available for editing.
